Each session was a helpful mix of the bigger picture, theoretical framework, 

and examples from Sylvia’s experiences.  As Sylvia came to understand MCC’s partners and their work 

better she would readily relate the topics and tools to our context. 

Throughout these months Sylvia welcomed feedback, suggestions for alterations to our planned topics, 

and opportunities to assist me in applying what I was learning to specific situations with specific 

partners, outside of the session times.
